REPORTS OF OFFICERS
Chief Administrative Officer
The C.A.O. reviewed his written report with Council.

Payment vouchers for payroll and operations were submitted for approval.

Council was updated on the water meter installation project, rec. centre renovations, surveillance camera’s and the scheduled EA study for secondary treatment  of wastewater.

The C.A.O. recommended that any works to convert the curling club to a small manufacturing venue be deferred until such time as a substantial proposal is put forward, however class B costs on required works should be amassed.

Fire Chief
Council reviewed the Fire Chief’s written report in the absence of the Fire Chief.

Public Works Superintendent
The Public Works Superintendent reviewed his written report with Council.

A discussion centered around complaints regarding janitorial services around the Recreation Centre which are to be investigated by the Superintendent.  It was duly noted that the facility is now only staffed by one person and the same level of service experienced in the past may not be attainable.
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Community Development Officer
 No formal report, however the CDO provided comments on the recommendations forwarded to Council.
A proposal to convert part of the former Can-Op to an alternative use as a possible youth centre requires further information and costing and other venues were put forward for consideration.

Council opted to provide 10% funding toward a District Heating Study.

Council approved the recommended signage concept for the marina marketing in principle.

Animal Control Officer
Council reviewed the September 2009 report as submitted.

NEW BUSINESS
Council agreed to issue a letter of support for the North Shore Golf Club on their application to the Trillium Foundation for financial assistance.

Mayor Nelson is to attend a Paramedic Evening of Recognition which will be recognizing one of our local paramedics.

Council moved into the committee of the whole to discuss matters on a potential property transaction for possible additional senior housing.
